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M E M O R A N D U M  O P I N I O N

This is an attempted appeal from a default judgment in a forcible entry and detainer action awarding

possession of the subject property to appellee, signed October 24, 2000.   Appellee advised this Court

that the issues in this appeal have been rendered moot because appellant has vacated the subject property.

Appellant has not paid the appellate filing fee and has not filed a brief in this appeal.

On January 9, 2001, notification was transmitted to all parties of the Court’s intent to dismiss the

appeal unless any party filed a response showing meritorious grounds for continuing the appeal.  See TEX.

R. APP. P. 42.3.  No response was filed.
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Accordingly, the appeal is ordered dismissed.
