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MEMORANDUM OPINION

Thisis an appeal from ajudgment signed October 24, 2000. Appellant filed a timely
motion for new trial. The notice of appea was due January 22, 2001. See TEX. R. APP. P.
26.1. Appellant, however, filed his notice of appeal onJanuary 24,2001, adate within15 days
of the due date for the notice of appeal. See Verburgt v. Dorner, 959 S.\W.2d 615, 617 (Tex.
1997). Appellant didnot file a motion to extend time to file the notice of appeal. On March
8, 2001, we ordered appellant to file a proper motion to extend time to file the notice of
appeal on or before March 19,2001. See TEX. R. APP. P. 26.3;10.5(b). Appellant did not file
amotion. We, therefore, dismissthe appeal. See TEX. R. APP. P. 42.3.
