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MEMORANDUM OPINION



This is an appeal from an order signed September 12, 2000, which granted
appellees motion for summary judgment. The clerk’s record was filed on March 8, 2001.
Appellants' brief was due April 9, 2001, but was not filed.

On May 17, 2001, this court issued an order stating that unless appellants filed their
brief, together with a motion reasonably explaining why the brief was late, on or before
June 18, 2001, the court would dismiss the appeal for want of prosecution. See TEX. R.
APP. P. 42.3(b). On June 18, 2001, appellants requested an extension of time to file their
brief. On June 28, 2001, this court granted an extension of time until July 18, 2001, but

the court stated that no further extension requests would be entertained.

To date, appellants have not filed their brief or any motion explaining the failure
to file. Therefore, in accordance with our order of May 17, 2001, the appea is ordered
dismissed.
