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OPINION

On August 17, 2000, this court issued an order directing the trid court to hold a hearing to
determine why appdllant, who is not represented by counsdl, had not paid or made arrangements to pay
the reporter’ sfee to prepare the reporter’ srecord. Thetrial court held the hearing on August 25, 2000,
and made written findings. The trid court found that appelant isnot indigent, and that appellant desiresto
dismisshisapped. An affidavit sgned by appdlant isincluded in the supplementd clerk’ srecord with the
trid court’sfindings, and in this affidavit, appellant states that he does not wish to pursue his appeal and
he asks that his apped be dismissed.



Based on the affidavit of gppelant and the trid court’ s finding, we determine that gppellant seeks
to dismiss his gpped. Because this Court has not delivered an opinion, we grant appellant’ s request.

Accordingly, we order the appea dismissed. We direct the Clerk of the Court to issue the
mandeate of the Court immediately.
