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OPINION

After a guilty plea, appdlant was convicted of the offense of driving while intoxicated, and
sentenced to ninety daysinjail on January 6, 2000.

On October 12, 2000, this court ordered a hearing to determine why appellant’ s counsd had not
filedabriefinthisappeal. On October 31, 2000, the trial court conducted the hearing. Therecord of the
hearing was filed in this court on November 16, 2000.

Thetrid court found appellant no longer desires to prosecute his appedl.



Onthe basis of that finding, this court has considered the appeal without briefs. See TEX. R. APP.
P. 38.8(b). Wefind no fundamenta error.

Accordingly, the judgment of the trid court is affirmed.
