1. Pursuant to Rule 3 a of the Texas Rules of Civil Procedure, the following amendments
to the Local Rules for Probate Court No. 1, Travis County, Texas, including the attached
Administrative Order, are approved. These amendments concern the assignment and processing of
applications for waiver of parental notification under Chapter 33, Texas Family Code.

2. In view of the urgency that procedures be adopted for handling applications under
Chapter 33, Family Code, the requirement of Rule 3a(4) is suspended, and these amendments may
take effect immediately.

2. A minor who needs a lawyer shall call the coordinator of the standing panel.
Whenever a minor without a lawyer contacts the probate clerk or the probate court, the clerk or
the court shall refer the minor to the coordinator of the standing panel. When requested to do so
by a minor, the coordinator shall ask an attorney from the panel to process the minor's
application.

3. The probate courtjudge shall hear all applications from applicants who specifically
request that their case be filed in the probate court. The minor's attorney may obtain a time for
the hearing from the probate court coordinator.
