THE ORDER OF SETTINGS BY DATE OR ANY OTHER
PRIORITY AS PROVIDED FOR IN RULE 3.07. WHERE SUCH
NOTICE OF A CONFLICTING SETTING IS NOT TIMELY
PROVIDED, THE COURT MAY CHOOSE TO REFUSE A
MOTION FOR ONTINUANCE.
