DISCIPLINARY PETITION

TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:

COMES NOW Petitioner, the Commission for Lawyer Discipline, a committee of the State

Bar of Texas (hereinafter called "Petitioner"), complaining of Respondent, Roger A. Farahmand,

(hereinafter called "Respondent"), showing the Court:

I.

Discovery Control Plan

Pursuant. to Rules 190.1 and 190.2, TEXAS RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE (TRCP),

Petitioner intends discovery in this case to be conducted under the Level II Discovery Control Plan.

II.

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, Tex. Gov't. Code Ann.

§81.001, et sea. (Vernon 1988), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct and the Texas

Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The complaint which forms the basis of the Disciplinary Petition

was filed on or after May 1, 1992.

III.

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in Texas and is a member of the State Bar

of Texas. Respondent is a resident of and has his principal place of practice in Dallas County,
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Texas. An officer may serve citation on Respondent at 520 N. Jupiter, Suite H, Garland, Texas

75240.

IV.

At an Investigatory Hearing on October 2, 1997, Panel Al of the District 6A Grievance

Committee by unanimous vote found that Respondent violated Rule 1.01(b)(1) of the Texas

Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct. On January 12, 1998, Respondent agreed to accept a

Private Reprimand and to attend the State Bar of Texas' Professional Enhancement Program (PEP).

The Investigatory Panel recommended to PEP that Respondent could benefit from instruction in civil

procedure, client communications and law office management. Respondent failed to complete the

obligation to attend the Professionalism Enhancement Program as directed by the District 6A

Grievance Committee.

V.

Such acts and/or omissions on the part of Respondent as are described in Paragraphs IV,

hereinabove, which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct which violates Rule

8.04(a)(7) of the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct.

VI.

The complaint which forms the basis of the Cause of Action hereinabove set forth was

initiated by the State Bar of Texas filing a complaint on or about May 11, 1999.

PRAYER

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner prays for judgment that

Respondent be disciplined as the facts shall warrant; and that Petitioner have such other relief to
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which entitled, including costs of Court and attorney's fees.
