ORDER AMENDING RULE IV,
RULES GOVERNING ADMISSION TO THE BAR OF TEXAS

IT IS ORDERED that the Rules Governing Admission to the Bar of Texas, are amended in
the following manner:

Amend Rule IV(d)(3) to read as follows:

(d) (3) Upon a credible showing that a felony conviction or felony probation, either
with or without an adjudication of guilt, has been reversed on review by an
appellate court, or that an executive pardon has been granted, the Declarant or
Applicant shall be permitted to file a Declaration of Intention to Study Law or
an Application.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED THAT this order shall be effective immediately.
