Petitioner,*the Commission for Lawyer Discipline, a committee of the State Bar of Texas

(hereinafter called "Petitioner"), complains of Respondent, Samuel W. Hudson, III, (hereinafter

called "Respondent"), showing the Court:

I.

Discovery Control Plan

Pursuant to Rules 190.1 and 190.3, TEXAS RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE (TRCP),

Petitioner intends discovery in this case to be conducted under the Level II Discovery Control Plan.

II.

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, Tex. Gov't. Code Ann.

§81.001, et se .(Vernon 1988), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct and the Texas

Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The complaint which forms the basis of the Disciplinary Petition

was filed on or after May 1, 1992.

III.

Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in Texas and is a member of the State Bar

of Texas. Respondent is a resident of and has his principal place of practice in Dallas County, Texas.

IV.

Karen Mason ("Mason") was involved in an automobile accident and was hospitalized.

During her hospitalization, Mason was approached by a man who referred her to Charlie Parker

("Parker") for legal assistance relative to her accident. Mason subsequently met with Parker who

inferred that he was an attorney employed with Respondent's law firm. Parker represented to Mason

that if she hired Respondent's firm to represent her in her personal injury case, his office would

assist her with getting her car repaired and her medical bills paid. Mason signed an agreement with

Respondent on July 28, 1997. Thereafter, Mason learned that Parker was actually an investigator

with Respondent's firm. In addition, Mason's case was handled almost entirely by Respondent's

Paralegal, Bernard Hanyard ("Hanyard"), and Mason had difficulty communicating with

Respondent. In a demand letter dated January 13, 1998, Hanyard falsely stated that Mason had made

.a substantial recovery when in fact Mason was undergoing medical treatment with the possibility

of surgery. On June 1, 1999, Respondent sent Mason a letter informing her that Respondent was

withdrawing from her case. The statute of limitations on Mason's case was to run on July 25, 1999.

V.

Such acts and/or omissions on the part of Respondent as described in Paragraph IV

hereinabove, which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct which violates Rules

1.01(b), 1.03(a), 1.15(d), 4.01(a), 5.03(a),(b), 5.05(b), and 7.03(b),(d) of the Texas Disciplinary

Rules of Professional Conduct.
