"Respondent"), showing the Court:

Pursuant to Rules 190.1 and 190.3, TEXAS RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE (TRCP),
Petitioner intends discovery in this case to be conducted under the Level II Discovery Control Plan.

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bar Act, Tex. Gov't. Code Ann.
§81.001, et seq. (Vernon 1988), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct and me Texas
Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The complaint which forms the basis of the Disciplinary Petition
was filed on or after May 1, 1992.

IIL.
Respondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in Texas and is a member of the State Bar

of Texas. Respondent is a resident of and has her principal place of practice in Dallas County,
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Texas. Multiple Process Services will serve citation on Respondent at 5307 E. Mockingbird Lane,
Suite 1010, Dallas, Texas 75206.
Iv.

Respondent is a partner in the law firm of Watkins & Wanen, a firm performing legal work
primarily in the area of estate planniﬁg; Harmon Watkins, was a partner in the firm until his death. .
Respondent khowingly permitted another member of the law firm to vioiate the Texas Rules of
Professional Conduct. In 1998, Mark Warren (f‘Warren”),‘ Respondent’s paﬂﬁer, drafted a will on
behalf of Inez Carroll, which géve Respondent a substantial bequest in the améunt of $10,000.00.
Respondent knowingly allowed Warren to draft a client’s will leaving a substantial bequest to
Respondent and failed to take reasoﬁable femedial action to avoid or mitigate the consequences of -
Warren’s actions.

V.

Respondent knqwingly permitted another member of the law firm to violate the Texas R'ules‘
of Professional Conduct. Warren drafted a living trust on behalf of Joe and Ila Finley. Warrery
allowed Joe Finley to sign Ila Finley’s néme to the trust document and then notarized the signature
as if Ila Finléy had signed the trust <‘iocument. The trust document affected the disposition of the
wife’s property. Warren failed to disclose this fact to the executor of Ila Finley’s estate or in
subsequent litigation over the disposition of the property. Respondent knowingly allowed Warren
to take these actions with respect to Ila Finley’s estafe and failed to take reasonable remedial action
to avoid or mitigate the consequences of Warren’s actions. |

VL

For a period of several years, Respondent’s law firm failed to maintain a trust account and,
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as a result, commingled client’s funds in the firm’s checking account.
VIIL.

Respondent bought a condominium from the b'eneﬁcia..ry.of the estate of Thomas McHalé.
Respondent purchased the property for WBP, Ltd., a family limited partnership. Respondént was
also the executor of Thomas McHale’s estate and the trustee of the Thomas J. McHale Living Trust.
Even though WBP, Ltd. owned the condominium, Respondent, as trustee for the Thomas J. McHale
Living Trust, paid monthly dues and taxes due on the condominium from the Thomas J. McHale
Living Trust bank account. |

VIIL.

Respondent’s law firm r_epfesented Leatha Gilchrist and drafted Ms. Gilchrist’s will.
Respondent was the executor of the will. Respondent took posééssion ofa valuablé diamond ring
and an antique musical instrument belonging to Ms. Gilchrist. At Ms. Gilchrist’s death, Respondent
kept these items for her own personal use and failed to list them as property of the estate.

IX. |

Such acts and/or omissions on the part of Respondent as are described in Paragraph IV
hereiﬁabove, which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct which violates Rules
1.02(@)(f), 1.06(f), 1.08(b), 1.14(a), 5.01(a)(b), and 8.04(a)(1)(2)(3) of the Texas Disciplinary Rules
of Professional Conduct.

The complaint whicﬁ forms the basis of the Causé of A¢tion hereinabove set forth was

brought to the attention of fhe Office of the Chief Disciplinary Counsel of the S‘;ate Bar of Texas by

Michael Peay filing a complaint on or about July 19, 2000.
