The Study Committee is authorized to expend funds granted to the Committee by the
Supreme Court to employ the necessary staff as determined by the Comrﬁittee, to pay staff
salaﬁés, fringe benefits, operating expenses, other necessary expenses of the Committee, and
staff travel at the rates provided by the General Appropriations Act for state employees, and
for outside consultant fees and expenses at the rates determined by the Committee and

approved by the Court.
