or]. In any county in which there are

two or more statutory county courts, the judges of those courts shall elect one of the statutory

county court judges as the local administrative statutory county court judge. If a local

administrative district judge or a local administrative statutory county court judge is not so
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chosen, the Presiding Judge of the administrative region shall designate one of the gualified

[distriet] judges of the county as the local administrative district judge or the local

adminigtrative statutory county court judge. The local administrative judges shall be

responsible to the Presiding Judge of the administrative region for the expeditious dispatch

of business in the district and statutory county courts of the county.
