" As you know, we transferred 350 cases from this Court to four other courts of
appeals, in order to equalize the dockets. One case, styled Grant v. State, our docket
cause no. 05-92-00930-CR, was transferred to the Court of Appeals, Thirteenth District
of Texas at Corpus Christi.
