This Friday our Court will be in Houston to hear arguments in the
remaining cases which were transferred to us in 1991. We have one case
which was 14-91-00303-CV and is 08-91-00137-CV on our docket, styled
Sheldon L. Pollack, Trust of 1982, John P. Pollack and Eileen Pollack
Erickson v. Loraine McMurrey still pending. That case cannot be set ‘
because of a proceeding in bankruptcy by one of the parties. Since it will
be the only remaining case, we request it be transferred back to the 14th
Court of Appeals.
