"(2) The Applicant or Declarant shall be given the opportunity to be present in
person and by attorney, to present evidence, to confront and to cross-examine adverse witnesses,
and to present argument to the Board on the issues of law and fact; provided, however, that
evidence otherwise inadmissible may be admitted if the evidence is of a type on which a
reasonably prudent person commonly relies in the conduct of the person’s affairs."
