The Commission for Lawyer [')iscipline ("Petitioner"), a permanent committee of the
State Bar of Texas, complains of E.J. Van Buren, Jr. ("Respondent"), an attorney licensed
to practice law in the State of Texas, Showing the Court as follows:
1. NATURE OF PROCEEDING .
| Petitioner bringé this disciplinary action pursuént to the State Bar Aci, the Texas
Government Code Annotated §81.001, et seq. (Vernon 1988 and supp. 1994), the Texas
Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct, and the Texas Rules of bisciplinary Procedure.
The complaint that forms the basis bf this disciplinary petition was filed on or after May 1,
1992.
2. VENUE
| Réspondent is an attorney licensed to practice law in Texas and is a member of the
State Bar of Texas. Respondent is a resident of Harris County, Texas. Respondent's

principal place of practice is located in Harris County, Texas. Therefore venue is appropriate

in Harris County, Texas, pursuant to Rule 3.03 of the Texas Rules of Disciplinary Procedure.
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3. ISSUANCE QF CITATION AND SERVICE OF PROCESS REQUESTED

Petitioner requests that citation be issued and Respondent be served. An officer may

serve citation on Respondent at his business address located at 211 Walton at North Main,

Houston, Harris County, Texas 77009.

4. CHRONOLOGY OF EVENTS GIVING RISE TO PROCEEDING

4.01

4.02

On or about January 8, 1991, Anthony McCain (*McCain”) was sent by Mike
Cox (“Cox") of Jack Cox Bail Bonds to Respondent'’s office. McCain was to get
Respondent to execute a promissory note for $20,000, to cover the cost of a bail

bond for one of Respondent's clients. Respondent did not want to execute the note,

~ but McCain explained to him that his client could not get a bail bond without it.

Thereafter, Respondent executed the promissory note securing the bail bond for his
client. Respondent's client skipped on the bond and Jack Cox Bail Bonds called in
the promissory note to cover the bond cost. Respondent refused to honor the note
and Cox filed a lawsuit in the Civil Court at Law No. 2 of Harris Cour;ty, Texas, Cause
No. 613832 styled Jack Paul Cox v. E.J. Van Buren, Jr. ( “the lawsuit”). |

On or about Maréh 11, 1996, Respondent paged McCain. When McCain
retumned the call, Respondent asked him if he would help him in the lawsuit. McCain
said yes and Respondent told him that he would pay him $500 not to testify. McCain
agreed ana Respondent asked him to come see him at his office. When they. met,
Respondent asked McCain if he had seen him sign the promissory note on January
8, 1991. McCain answered yes. Respondent then said that he would give him $300
when he signed an affidavit and $200 aftér March 20, 1996. McCain executed the

affidavit, which stated that McCain had dropped off the promissory note with Johnny
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Longoria and later returned and the note was signed. Réspondent paid McCain
$300.00 in cash.

The acts and/or omissions of the Respondent described in Section 4 above,
which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct in violation of Rule(s)
3.03(a)(5) [a lawyer shall not knowingly offer or use evidence that the lawyer knows
to be false]; 3.04(b) [ a lawyer shall not falsify evidence, couvnsel or assist a witness
to testify falsely, or pay, offer to pay, or acqﬁiesce in the offer or payment of
compensation to a witness or other eptity contingent upon the content of the
testimony of the witness or the outcome of the case]; 8.04(a)(1) [a lawyer shall not
violate these rules, knowingly assist or induce another to do so, or do so through the
acts of another, whether or not such violation occurred in the course of a client-lawyer
relationship]; 8.04(a)(2) ta lawyer shall not commit a serious crime or commit any
other criminal act that reflects adversely on the lawyer's honesty, trustworthiness or
fitness as a lawyer in other respects]; 8.04(a)(3) [a lawyer shall not engage in conduct
involving dishonesty, fraud, deceit or misrepresentation]; 8.04(a)(4) [ a lawyer shall
not engage in conduct constituting obstruction of justice]; and 8.04(a)(12) [a lawyer
shall not violate any other laws of this state relating to the professional conduct of
lawyers and to the practice of Iéw] of the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional
Conduct. |

The complaint that forms the basis of this cause of action was brought to the
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attention of the Office of the General Counsel by J. Michael O’Donnell’s filing this

complaint on or about April 16, 1996.

7. PRAYER

Petitioner prays that this Court discipline Respondent by disbarment,

suspension or reprimand, as the facts shall warrant; and that the Petitioner have all

other relief to which it may show itself to be justly entitled, including costs of court and

attorneys’ fees.
