COMES NOW Petitioner, the Commission for Lawyer Discipline, a committee of the State
Bar of Texas (hereinafter called "Petitioner"), complaining of Respondent, Judith A. Grantham,
(hereinafter called "Respondent"), showing the Court:

Disbcovegg Control Plan

Pursuant to Rules 190.1 and 190.2, TEXAS RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE (TRCP),
Petitioner intends discovery in this case to be conducted under the Level I Discovery Control Plan.
Pursuant to Rule .1 90.2(a5( 1), TRCP, Petitioner affirmatively pleads that it seeks only monetary relief
aggregating fifty thousand and no/100 dollars ($50,000.00) or less, excluding costs, pre-judgmeﬁt
interest and attorney’s fees.

IL.

Petitioner brings this disciplinary action pursuant to the State Bﬁr Act, Tex. Gov't. Code Ann.
§81.001, et seq. (Vernon 1988), the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct and the Texas
Rules of Disciplinary Procedure. The complaint which forms the basis of the Disciplinary Petition
was filed on or after May 1, 1992.
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II1.

Respondent is an attorney licenséd to practice law in Texas and is a member of the State Bar
of Texas. Respondent is a resident of and has his principal place of practice in Dallas County, Texas.
An officer may serve citation on Respondent at 3521 Oak Lawn, Suite 314, Dallas, Texas 75219.

Iv.

On or about April 5, 1997, Mark Goff (“Goff”) employed Respondent to represent
him in seeking managing conservatorship of his niece's minor child. On April 7, 1997, Respondent
filed the Original Petition in Suit Affecting the Parental Child Relationship and a Request for
Temporary Orders and a Request for a Temporary Restraining Order. The mother of the minor child
signed an Affidavit of Status stating that her husband was not the biological father of the child and
that the name of the child’s biological father was unknown toA her. A hearing was held on April 15,
1997, at which the mother provided the name of a man she thought might be the child’s biological
father. Shortly thereafter, the mother recanted and again asserted that she did not know the identity
of the child’s biological father. |

V.

Respondent failed to serve the unknown father l')y publication. On September 30, 1997,‘
Respondent obtained Temporary Orders but from that date until April, 1998, Respondent failed to
perform any meaningful legal services on behalf of Goff. During Respondent’s representation of
' Goff, Respondent failed to return Goff’s proper requests for information and failed to keep Goff

informed about the status of the matter.
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VI

Such acts and/or omissions on the part of Respondent as are described in Paragraphs IV and
V, hereinabove, which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct which violaies Rules
1.01 (b)(1) and 1.03(a) of the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct.

VIL

The complaint which forms the basis of the Cause of Action hereinabove set forth was
bfought to the attention of the Office of General Counsel of the State Bar of Texas by Mark Goff
filing a complaint on or about July 30, 1998.

SECOND CAUSE OF ACTION
_VIII.

[n or about March of 1995, Thomas Merhout (“Merhout”) employed Respondent to probate
his mother’s vwiil. Resp-ondent’s acceptance of this matter despite her lack of experience and
~“competency in handling wills later resulted in her filing improper documents with the court.
Respon—dent filed a probate for Small Estate when the correct document was a Muniment of Title.
Though Respondent became aware in early 1996 that affidavits of two disinterested witnesses were
to be submitted with the filing, she failed to include thefﬁ. In fact, Respondent did not obtain these
necessary affidavits until spring of 1998. When submitted, the Court declined to accept the
affidavits because they had already been filed by another attorney hired by Merhout to complete the
matter.

IX.
Respondent relocated her practice in April 1996, but failed to take steps to notify Merhout
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of as to how she could be located. Merhout’s requests for information about the status of his
representation therefore remained unanswered.
X.
Such acts and/or omissions on the part of Respondent as are described in Paragraphs VIII and
[X, hereinabove, which occurred on or after January 1, 1990, constitute conduct which violates Rules
1.01(a)(b)(1) and 1.03(a) of the Texas Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct.
XL
The complaint which forms the basis of this Cause of Action hereinabove set forth was
brought to the attention of the Ofﬁcé of General Counsel of the State Bar of Texas by Thomas
Merhout filing a coinplaint on or about July 16, 1998.
| PRAYER
WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, Petitioner prays for judgment that
Respondent be disciplined as the facts shall warrant; and that Petitioner have such other relief to

which entitled, including costs of Court and attorney's fees.
