ORDER APPROVING TARRANT COUNTY LOCAL RULE
FOR ASSIGNMENT OF PARENTAL NOTIFICATION APPLICATIONS

ORDERED that:

1. Pursuant to Rule 3a of the Texas Rules of Civil Procedure, the District Courts in
Tarrant County, Texas may adopt a local rule directing the District Clerk to docket all applications
by minors to consent to abortions without parental notification in the 342nd District Court.

2. In view of the urgency that procedures be adopted for handling applications under
Chapter 33, Family Code, the requirement of Rule 3a(4) is suspended, and the local rule may take
effect immediately.
