He also
worked at a law firm, served as a law clerk to Justice James Epstein of the lllinois Appellate Court, and taught Appellate
Advocacy and Judicial & Scholarly Writing at Loyola University Chicago School of

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TIDC Board and Committee Meeting

On December 7, 2017, the Policies and Standards Committee discussed policy monitoring findings, rule adoption, and

the status of FY17 indigent defense plan submissions. The full Board met shortly after and began with a TIDC
retrospective from Deputy Director, Wesley Shackelford and Grant Program Manager, Edwin Colfax, who highlighted
TIDC's remarkable accomplishments over the past 16 years. The Board then addressed policies and standards, annual
reports, and the FY18 formula and discretionary grant cycle. The Board also reviewed final figures for the increase of
FY17 Formula Grant Awards from $23.9 million to $30.6 million. TIDC has notified all counties receiving an increase
and has disbursed grant payments. The next full Board meeting is on Thursday, March 8, 2018 at 10:00 A.M. in the
1% floor conference room in the Tom C. Clark building, and the Commission Strategic Planning meeting is June 13-

15, 2018 at the Y.O. Ranch in Kerrville, Texas.

Mental Health Roundtable

On November 17, 2017, TIDC held its 2" Annual Texas Roundtable on Representation of Defendants with Mental

IlIness. Approximately 60 people, including county officials, attorneys, social workers, and case managers from across
the state, discussed ways to improve local mental health and criminal justice systems. The panels focused on
innovative strategies to improve the lives of defendants with mental illness and intellectual and developmental
disabilities in Texas and included presentations from the Texas Health and Human Services Commission, Capital Area
Private Defender Service, and public defender offices from around the state. The roundtable concluded with a
productive discussion on improving delivery of criminal defense to defendants with mental illness or developmental

and intellectual disabilities through mental health defender programs.

State Auditor’s Office Audit

At the end of August, the State Auditor's Office issued its final report containing its audit of TIDC as part of a broader
audit of the Office of Court Administration. The scope included payroll, travel, contract management, and grant
management. TIDC's portion of the audit was given the most favorable rating of "low." Edwin Colfax provides an

excellent summary of the findings and the steps TIDC has taken to address the few issues raised.

Amarillo Regional Public Defender Office Feasibility Study

At the request of officials in Potter, Randall, and Armstrong Counties, TIDC drafted a Feasibility Report to explore the

possibility of an Amarillo Regional Public Defender Office. The document examines the region's indigent defense
history, explores factors to consider in creating a public defender office, and outlines two models for discussion
purposes. On February 5, Wesley Shackelford and Special Counsel, Scott Ehlers presented at a 20-member committee

appointed to consider the creation of a public defender office, and yesterday, Geoff Burkhart presented before the

On January 10, TIDC welcomed Hayden Hatch, its fourth law clerk from the
Texas Tech School of Law Regional Externship Program. An articles editor for
a law journal, Hayden has competed in national advocacy competitions and
belongs to Tech Law's Board of Barristers. While clerking in Austin last
summer, he drafted an extensive petition for writ of habeas corpus that
piqued his interest in criminal law. In May, Hayden will return to Texas Tech

to graduate and sit for the July 2018 Texas Bar Exam. He plans to pursue a

career in criminal defense.

Commission Publications
TIDC has issued numerous reports and publications in the past several months. Our Fiscal Monitor, Debra Stewart has

been monitoring and examining selected counties’ grant fund spending and issued the Final Fiscal Monitoring Report

for Lubbock County in October 2017 and the Final Fiscal Monitoring Report for Maverick County in January 2018. Our

Senior Policy Analyst, Joel Lieurance published the Policy Monitoring Follow-up Review for Willacy County in

November following a visit in September where policy monitors examined whether the county successfully addressed

the findings and recommendations from previous reviews. In early Autumn, TIDC published the Primer on Managed

Assigned Counsel Programs, the Annual Report for Fiscal Year 2017 in November, and just recently published the 2017-

2019 Fair Defense Laws this month. The Commission’s Fiscal Year 2017 Annual Expenditure Report will be published

early this spring.
