ORDER OF DISMISSAL AND PREFILING ORDER 

On July 31, 2020, the Court entered an order declaring Plaintiff prose Norman L. 

Agnew to be a vexatious litigant pursuant to Chapter 11 of the Civil Practice and Remedies 

Code. The Court ordered that Plaintiff pro se pay security in the amount of $2,500, on or 

before November l, 2020. Plaintiff prose has failed to pay the ordered security. In light of 

these findings: 

IT IS ORDERED that Norman L. Agnew is declared a vexatious litigant and may 

not file, pro se, any litigation in any Texas state court without advance permission of the 

local administrative judge of such court; 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED, and DECREED that upon entry of this 

Order, the Clerk of this Court shall send a copy of this order to the Office of Court 

Administration of the Texas Judicial System; 

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED, ADJUDGED, and DECREED that Plaintiff prose's 

claims against Defendant Ball are dismissed in their entirety for failing to pay security as 

ordered by the Court.
