On July 28, 2023, 1.B. Black filed this lawsuiL. alleging that his constitutional rights were
violated because he was charged with crimes that do not have an enacting clause, and contein no
titles, (Petition).

There is not a reasonable probability that J.B. Black will prevail in this lawsuit against Ms.
Burgess and any of the other defendants. J.B. Black’s causes of action are barred by limilations
because his wrongful conviction claims accrued when he was convicted of engaging in organized
cfime in 2006, and insurance fraud in 2020, und there is a two-year limitations peried. J.B. Black
fails to present factual al Iegations demonstrating a viable, legally cognizable claim to reliel. J.B.
Black fails to overcome sovereign immunily or qualified immunity against Ms. Burgess. J.B.

Black is collaterally cstopped fram suit duc to the judgments of the 174% and the 351¥ District
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Courts, Harris County, Texas and public policy also underculs J.B. Black's likelihood to prevail in

the instant case.

Accordingly, there is not a reasonable probability that J.B. Black will prevail in the

fitigation against Marilyn Burgess.

Courts cannot allow litigants to abuse the judiciul system und harass their vietims without

consequence. Accordingly, the Court FINDS that J.B. Black is such a litigant and his conduct is

subject to review and action by this Court.
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Chapter 11 of the CIVIL PRACTICE AND REMEDIES CODE, provides this Court with the
authority to prevent I.B. Bluck from using the judicial system to retuliale against and herass
Marilyn Burgess or any other party.

ORDER

Chapter 11 of the TEXAS CIVIL PRACTICE AND REMEDIES CODE governs suits brought by
vexatious litigants. The Court may, on defendant’s motion or sua sponie, designate a party as &
vexatious litigant, TEX. Clv. PRAC. ReM. CODE § 11.101.

A party may be declared a veaatious litigant if there Is not a reasonable probability that she
will prevail in litigation and in the seven-year period immediately preceding the date the defendunt
makes the motion under Section 11.051, the party has commenced, prosecuted, or maimained at
least five litigations as u pro se litigant other than in a small claims court that have been finally
detcrmined adversely to the plaintiff. Tex. Civ. PrRAC. REM. CODE § 11.054 (1).

As discussed above, J.B. Black does not allege or produce any evidence to establish a
waiver of the sovereign immunity or qualified immunity, against Defendant Marilyn Burgess. nor
docs J.B. Black plead sulficicnt facts to state a claim, as a matter of law.

Specifically, the Court FINDS as follows:

(1) There IS NOT a reasonable probability that J.B. Black will prevail in his current

litigation agalnst Marilyn Burgess.

(2) In the past seven-year period. J.B. Black, hes ~commenced, prosecuted, or

maintained at least five fitigations as a pro se litigant other than in a small claims
court that have been finally determined adversely to” J.B. Black.

(3) J.B. Black meets the criteria for finding a plaintiff a vexatious litlgant.
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Accordingly, this Court ORDERS that J.B. Bleck is adjudicated to be a vexatious
liigant.
Because of this, the Court ORDERS that J.B. Black is prohibited from filing pro se any
new litigation in a court in this state, under the name “J.B. Black,” “J.B., Black SPN # 01214826,
“James Bernard Black™ or any other name, without first being granted permission to file by the
local administrative judge, pursuant to Tex. Clv. PRAC. REM. CODE § 11.101. Such permission
shall be granted only if the litigation appears to have merit and is not [iled for purposes of
harassment or delay; such permission mey also be conditioned on the furnishing of a security.
1.B. BLACK is hercby NOTIFIED that he is subject to punishment pursuant to the
inherent powers of the court or by contempt if he fails (o obey this pre-filing order.
The Court further ORDERS that the Clerk of the Court is directed to notify the Office of
Court Administration of this Court’s declaration of J.B. Black as a vexatious litigant and this
prefiling order, pursuant to TEX. Ctv. PRAC. REM. CODE § 11,103 (r). The Office of Court
Administration of the Texas Judictal System shall list “J.B. Black™ ak/a “J.B. Black SPN #
01214826 a’k/a “James Bernard Black™ on the list of vexatious litigants subject to prefiling
orders on the ageney’s [nternet website, TEX, Civ. PRAC. REM. Copf § 11.103(b).
Finally, the Court ORDERS that procecdings in this mater arc heceby stayed: that J.B.
Black ORDERED to provide security to Defendant Marityn Burgess by posting a bond with this
Court in the amount of $_§ @ 'm 98 . cover reasonable expenses incurred in connection with
the litigation commenced by J.B. Black. including costs and attorney’s fees: that, if J.B. Black fails
toposta$ L O oG8 ¥ 1 ond within ten calendar days of the signing of this Order, then this suit
